Notes:

1. If crossing skew is >30 degrees from perpendicular
consider a 80 degree crossing design or add a skewed
crossing sign (W10-12) to alert non-motorized crossing
users, especially bicyclists, of the potential hazard.

2. Any crossing greater than 80’ should provide additional
warning time beyond the standard 20 seconds. The
additional warning time should be calculated based on a

4 fps walking rate.

3. Ifthe pedestrian crossing is <25’ from a highway-rail grade
crossing the vehicle control treatments may provide some of
the required pedestrian treatments.

BLACK LETTERING

1. LOCATION SHALL BE NO CLOSER THAN 6" FROM NEAREST
EDGE OF PEDESTRIAN PATHWAY TO NEAREST EDGE OF SIGN.

2. IF NECESSARY MOUNT SIGNS BACK-TO-BACK.
3. IN THE EVENT SIGN IS MOUNTED IN THE PEDESTRIAN

PATHWAY, BOTTOM OF SIGN SHALL BE NO LESS THAN 80"
ABOVE FINISHED GRADE.
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
